· The goal is to get more students involved in tech – suggested that A/B is simplified and C is being made more difficult

· Suggested to move proposal to break out sessions – each divisions can make their own decisions

· Parody with student written – rule made last June to have no parody in any of the categories unless the category is labeled parody.  Original should be an original

· Tech proposed changes – moved to accept sets/lights changes as written – majority Yes 3 NO – changes accepted
· Publicity - Program pages – motioned moved to accept as written with changes that 4 page min 8 page maximum. Passes unanimously 

· Costume – discussion constructed or fully realized or gathered costume accepted – costume can either be modeled or brought in – motion moved to accept the changes proposed with the addition of fully realized (constructed or gathered, not rented) – rendering must accompany the real costume – 1 nay – majority accepted

· Copyright– rule stated that we should be getting the rights – on our checklist now that we have obtained the copyright for the work – DTASC is officially taking care of the new copyright laws – we as teachers will then take the responsibility of obtaining the rights to bring the piece to the festival

· Event II – audition – acapella singing is allowed in one of the monologues – no material from Shakespeare – no student written – voted to not allow tunes to be written to a monologue – unanimously decided – NO TUNES ADDED TO MONOLOGUE
· Event III – Greek Comedy or Tragedy – No parody – mood enhancing background only – NO ADAPTATION – English translation only.  Intro can be whatever you want.
· Event IV – Serious Straight scene – no cuts.  Must be a continuous single scene and include only minor cuts for time. 
· Event V – Plays by women – Adapted by Female is ok.  Voted unanimously to accept female adapters. Co-authors male/female not allowed.
· Event VI – Open Musical.  
· Event VII – Large Group serious
· Event VIII – Large Group Humorous 
XIII. Divisional Breakout Meeting – Division B

· If you’re on judging committee, please come to org meeting to set up judges’ packets. ¾ of work has to be done ahead of time.

· Need to have more people learn the various systems & not just depend on the same person to do everything all the time.

· Dave has a zillion trophies left over; needs to get them recycled. Some might be coach’s choice.

· Sign up for various festival committees.

· Going over rules, clarifying use of student directors. College students who are directing plays in secondary school should pay DTASC dues ($20). High school students directing in middle school do not need to pay dues and are legal.

· Introduction – can include music that’s not from a musical – background a jingle – Need to clarify whether we include the school code, title & author within the 100 words/30 seconds (prior to no rules year, it was separate; not addressed in June).

· Purpose of intro: clarify for judges, explain characters, set mood & tone.

· Straight scene – cannot repeat line. 

· Can cut insignificant characters. Someone else may say their line if the line is needed. 

· Send in suggestions for categories for straight scenes. 

· Must be from one scene. Cannot straddle scenes.

· Greek comedy – boy can play girl, girl can play boy.

· Follow the costume rules. Plain clothes, no labels. DTASC t-shirts fine. Marcia will have plain t-shirts available if needed.

· Follow rules for props & chairs.

· Tech Theatre: Approved Walt’s suggestions. 

· Vote on whether “Open” or “Story Theatre” for A Div: Keep Story Theatre for this fall.

· A & B Div: pick from either Story Theatre I or Story Theatre II.

· Cannot rewrite the script just because you want to. Can do entire play as student-written. Student-written cannot be based on someone else’s work. Write your own work. Can write continuations of stories. 

· Any official translation of a Greek comedy or tragedy is acceptable. Bring your scripts to festival.
