· Monica will arrange and assign schedules for people to judge and work a committee and everybody can pick up schedule at registration in morning

· Tech Theatre – Henry VI  or As You Like It either play can be done
· Costumes – court or character – discussed whether or not can take apart a costume and add or reattach pieces together.  Adaptation of previous costume denied by group – voted to keep it as original only.
· Monologue – intro included in time – can be from featured plays

· Events three through six – no featured plays – single plays

· Romantic Shakespeare – anything romantic, lovers, appropriateness

· Minor characters/Secondary plots – anything can be done with 

· Music – lyrics has to be Shakespeare lines – notes can be from any source

· Last minute Shakespeare – offered to have play given and Act four weeks ahead of time.  One of three plays offered to keep the group focused and on task until they get the scene.  Suggested – move a week ahead.  Move to keep it as is – March 17 will be sent out – Title and Act given – 4 actors, multiple characters – MUST HAVE 4 PARTICIPANTS.  
· Comedy and Tragedy in single play – cut back and forth as long as there are both tragic and comedic elements present.  Must show at least two scenes.

· Large Group Henry VI part 1,2, and/or 3 can combine all three into collage – supposed to be serious in nature – director’s discretion

· Large Group As You Like It – supposed to be funny in intent
XVIII. Division B Breakout

· Last Minute changed to Open Serious – single play – anything but featured plays – 2-4 participants

· Large 10 person can be cut back and forth between tragic and comedic

· Tech theatre – open Shakespeare – no fairy costumes

· Sub plots – cut within single play only

· Event 7 – Henry VI -  Marcia has appropriate cutting for middle school and will give to those who want for a starting point
