All Southern California high schools are invited to bring a one-act to the second annual Southern CA One Act Play Festival sponsored by California State Thespians!
The first twelve schools to submit a complete application with payment and written proof of performance rights will be scheduled to perform. One act plays, legal cuttings from full length shows, original works and musicals are eligible for entry with proof of performance rights. All plays will be adjudicated by a panel of theatre professionals who will conduct a verbal feedback session with each cast and crew immediately after each performance.

The winner of the Southern CA One Act Festival will be offered the opportunity to present their show as a part of Play Marathon at the California State Thespian Conference in Upland, CA: March 23, 24, 25 2012. The winner’s fee for the Play Marathon application will be paid by the Southern CA One Act Play Festival.  Other festival costs are the responsibility of the school.  Winning school must be or become a Thespian troupe and register for Thespian festival in order to perform at festival.

Southern CA Regional One Act Festival Details

RULES

• Applications must be postmarked by January 15th, 2012, and must include written proof of performance rights and application fee.
• Groups must be accompanied by Thespian sponsor, professional affiliate EdTA member, or (for non-Thespian schools) a school approved supervisor. 

• Non-Thespian schools must bring proof of insurance.  Thespian schools are covered under EdTA policy. Thespian school must have current 2011-2012 EdTA paid membership.
• No explicit sexual language or profanity is allowed.  Language found in Shakespeare's plays is acceptable. Any suggestive acting that denotes sexual activity of any kind except kissing and embracing is strictly forbidden. Performers should remain true to the author's intent in characterizations. Interpretations should not be offensive in regard to race, religion, sexual orientation, or culture.
• For the cost of the entry fee, each school will be provided seating for up to 15 cast/crew members and chaperones. Additional audience tickets will be available for purchase for $5.00 per person. Tickets are good for the entire day. What a deal!
• Please bring 4, 1-page programs for your show with the cast listed in order of appearance.  Please note in your program if this is an original piece, and whether it is adult or student directed.

• There are no refunds.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
• Six black cubes, two benches, four chairs, and a table will be available for use.  Set pieces may not be brought as there is no storage available for such items.
•The stage is approximately 40 feet wide and 15 feet deep, but there may be a unit set installed upstage.  
• Hand props are allowed, but there is no storage available for such items so they should be easily stored in your vehicle(s) or on your person.  Hand props are defined as objects easily carried by one person.

• Costumes and make-up are optional, but appropriate attire must be worn.

• If needed, sound effects or music may be run from a CD that you provide.  A knowledgeable teacher or student from your school must be available to sit with the technician to run the CD.
•Lighting is only available as lights up or lights down.  A knowledgeable teacher or student from your school should be available to sit with the technician if you need the lights to turn off and on at a specific time.  The lighting person and sound person may be the same.  

• There is no orchestra pit available, but you may have a musician / musicians on stage if appropriate.

• NOTE: Although production elements may be critiqued, the quality of student performances will be the

focus of the evaluation.

TIME

Each school will be given a 30 min slot in which they will load in, perform, and load out.  Event will be timed, and lights may be turned out if a performance runs over time.
