Individual events include the following categories:


• Monologue (one performer)


• Duet Acting (two performers)


• Group Acting ( three to sixteen performers)


• Musical Theatre (one performer only)


• Group Musical Theatre (three to sixteen performers   )


• Musical Theatre Dance (one to eight performers) **Not an event at the ITS 
   festival


• Mime (one OR two performers)


• Costume Design (one student)


• Costume Construction (one student)


• DVD Short Film (may be a collaborative team)


• Lighting Design (one student)


• Make up Design (one student) **Not an event at the ITS festival


• Scenic Design (one student)


• Sound Design (one student)


• Stage Management (one student)


• Theatre Marketing (one student)

NO RIGHTS ARE NEEDED FOR MUSICAL IE’S. (NEW IN 2012)
• Evaluation Forms

Auditioners must bring to judges 5 copies per entry of a completed IE Evaluation form (for the appropriate category) and ONE proof of rights to be given to lead judge. The name of each participant must be TYPED before sheet is printed from the website. Forms may be found on the CA Thespian website at http://www.cetoweb.org/cst_pages. Rules and criteria for each event are found on the Evaluation Forms.

Evaluation forms for each IE event are available as a download on this website.

• Introductions and Presentations
The introduction must include only the student name(s); troupe number; title of selection(s), title of dance number or pantomime, or title of play; and the name of the playwright(s), composer(s) or lyricist(s). Time begins after the conclusion of the introduction when the performer begins, the mime or dancer moves, or the music for the singer(s) begins.

Tech entrants should practice presentation and interview skills. Be prepared to answer questions from the judges.

Performers and spectators are not to leave the room until allowed to do so by the judges or room monitor. Students, Chaperones and Sponsors may watch any performances or Tech presentations. 

• Props, Costumes & Make-Up
Solo auditioners may use one chair, duet auditioners may use 2 chairs, and group events may use up to 4 chairs and a table. No other props, including hand props (see exception in Musical Theatre Dance rules), no costumes, and no theatrical make-up are allowed for performance events.

Dancewear and/or coordinated clothing is acceptable.  Shoes must be worn.

CALIFORNIA STATE THESPIAN PERFORMANCE STANDARDS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The privilege of performing main-stage at the California State Thespian Festival is not to be taken lightly. Work at the Festival represents what is best in California educational theatre, and it represents what is best about us as an organization.

Although the ultimate responsibility for any Troupe’s work lies with the Troupe Director, it is up to all of us to see that what we do on main-stage reflects our values, ideas, and beliefs as California State Thespians. This includes (but is not limited to) the following:

· The State Board has set standards for content for main stage work and expects all Troupe Directors to adhere to those standards. What is acceptable in one community does not make it acceptable to the entire state. Let your work be creative, daring, and bold while following festival guidelines for appropriate performance material.

· Securing rights is not only the law; it is what is right. It is the job of the Troupe director to be sure that his/her main stage work has the permission of the playwright or publisher to be performed. 

· Work at State can qualify you for competition at the International Festival and as such must follow all International Festival guidelines. (http://www.schooltheatre.org)

· No explicit sexual language or profanity is allowed. (Language found in   Shakespeare’s plays is acceptable.)
· Suggestive acting that denotes sexual activity of any kind except kissing and embracing is strictly forbidden.
· Performers should remain true to the author’s intent in characterizations.
· Interpretations of selections should not be offensive in regard to race, religion, sexual   orientation, or culture.
· Please use good judgment in choosing performance material. If you question the appropriateness of any material, please contact the State Director.
Let us all work together to see that what is best in California theatre also shows what is best in us as Thespians.

RESTRICTIONS ON MATERIAL

• Performers must have the rights to perform selections at the State Festival. 

• Students qualifying to perform at International must perform the same piece with which they qualified. 

• All material must be appropriate for a high school audience. Please see the California Thespian Policy on Appropriate Material (above) for guidelines.

• Submit the IE/All State Reservation Form with your troupe’s completed registration packet immediately following the online registration.

IMPORTANT NOTE ON REQUIRED COPYRIGHTS

• All performance pieces are required to comply with the law in the use of copyrighted material—published plays and monologues and scenes from published plays, and songs from musicals or other copyrighted music.

• Each performer or group is required to provide proof of permission to perform copyrighted material.

• The Educational Theatre Association, on behalf of the International Thespian Society, has negotiated with several publishers to identify material which may be performed without signed permission. Other materials have been identified that may NOT be performed.

• It is the responsibility of the performer(s) or the school to contact the publisher of copyrighted material NOT on an approved list and NOT already refused and to obtain permission to perform the piece.

• It is important to make the permission request as early as possible. 

• If the text of a performance is in the public domain, the participant or school is responsible for verifying the public domain status.

• Students will not be allowed to perform in All State Show, I.E.s or Scholarships without proof of rights, and troupes may not present at Scenefest or Play Marathon without proof of performance rights and paid royalties as well as rights to music used.
