7. Props or theatrical make-up are not allowed. In duet musical theatre, an actor wearing dancewear and coordinated clothing of combinations of black and white or colors is acceptable if, in the opinion of the judges, it does not costume the character in a traditional way (appropriate to the time and place of the piece as written). Care should be taken to avoid replicating a nontraditional costume style associated with the selection.
      8. Any suggestive acting that denotes sexual activity of any kind except kissing and embracing is forbidden and will result in disqualification. No explicit sexual language or profanity of any kind is allowed.
